This weekend we celebrate the Solemnity of Corpus Christi, the Body and Blood of Christ. Our
God loves us so much that He gives His very flesh and blood to us under the appearance of ordinary
bread and wine. This is why we say “Amen” whenever we receive the Eucharist. The word Amen
means, “I believe.” So, when the minister presents the host to us and says, “The Body of Christ,” we
respond “Amen” to signify our belief that we are receiving God Himself under sacramental signs. |
encourage you to take some time and reflect today on this great mystery. If you tend to leave church
as soon as you receive Communion at Mass, | invite you to stop,
return to your pew, and pray. Think about the amazing gift that you have just received in the Eucharist,
and about the price that Jesus paid (His Passion and Death) to give you that gift. It is certainly
something to reflect on, and it’s more important than anything we have to rush out for after Mass.

And while the second half of the Mass focuses on the Eucharist, the first half focuses on the
Word of God, specifically as we hear it proclaimed in the Scripture readings. As | mentioned last week,
we have a real need for new lectors — those who proclaim the Word of God at weekend Mass. | know
that public speaking can be one of the harder activities for which to find volunteers, but | also know
that we have parishioners who have a gift for public speaking. | hope that you will consider sharing
your talents in this important ministry. There will be two trainings offered this week for new lectors,
but you only need to attend one of them. They will be on Wednesday, June 25 at 7:00pm, and
Saturday, June 28 at 10:00am in church.

From e Parigh Nurse...

May is associated with skin cancer awareness month. I wanted to highlight this month to explain
the importance of protecting your skin and understanding the risks associated with skin cancer.
Skin cancer is one of the most common forms of cancer and people of all ages and skin tones can
develop it. Melanoma is the most serious form of skin cancer, and the American Academy of
Dermatology encourages people to begin a lifelong habit of examining their skin on a regular
basis. It is important to look for anything new on the sin that does not look right to you, any
changes on the skin such as a growth that has changed in color, shape, size, texture, thickness, or
anything unusual on the skin such as a spot or mole that looks different. It is also important to
see your dermatologist regularly.

Some measures to help with protecting your skin are to seek shade especially between the hours
of 10am and 4pm. Other measures for skin protection are to wear clothing that had built-in sun
protection including a broad-brimmed hat. It is important to apply sunscreen (broad-spectrum
UVA/UVB) with SPF 30 or higher daily and use water resistant sunscreen of 50 or higher for
extended periods of time outside, remembering to apply 1oz of sunscreen to the entire body 30
minutes before going outside and reapplying every 2 hours or after swimming or excessive
sweating. Do not use indoor tanning devices; instead, use a self-tanner to get that tan look if you
desire without exposing yourself to harmful UV rays.

Enjoy the return of summer and remember to practice sun safety!
