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I want to begin by looking ahead to the end of this week. This Friday, Aug. 15, is the
Solemnity of the Virgin Mary’s Assumption in heaven, and it is a Holy Day of Obligation.
Because it falls on a Friday, the Mass schedule will be slightly different (as fewer people would
likely attend a Friday night Mass). So,Masses for the Assumption will be at 7:00pm on
Thursday, Aug. 14, and at 8:30am & 12:00pm on Friday, Aug. 15.

This weekend we begin selling tickets for our popular fundraiser, Football Mania (FM).
Each FM ticket that you buy gives you a chance to win a cash prize for each of the 18 weeks of
the NFL regular season. Tickets are $20 each, and there is a guaranteed winner each week.
Prizes range from $25-$400. FM tickets are on sale at the back of church and at the rectory
during business hours.

As I mentioned last week, the ministry that was formerly known as the Rite of Christian
Initiation of Adults (RCIA) is now called the Order of Christian Initiation of Adults (OCIA), as part
of the Church’s revised translations of liturgical texts. The OCIA is for adults who seek to become
full members of the Catholic Church through Baptism (if needed), Eucharist and Confirmation.
Our parish’s OCIA classes will begin in September, and they lead up to Easter next year. If you or
someone you know is considering becoming a fully initiated member of the Catholic Church,
please contact the rectory at 847-678-0138 or hvm-parish@outlook.com so that we can put you
in touch with our OCIA coordinator. There is also a QR code for OCIA that you can scan in this
bulletin, or you can fill out an inquiry form on our website at www.hvmparish.org/becoming-
catholic-ocia.

Finally, if you can believe it, Oct. 1st, 2025 will mark the 5-year anniversary of the
formation of Holy Virgin Martyrs Parish. We will be having two separate celebrations this fall to
mark the anniversary. The first event will be a dinner here in Hendle Hall on Saturday, Sep. 6th.
Doors will open at 5:30pm (after the 4:30pmMass), and dinner will be served at 6:15pm.
Catering will be provided by the Great Escape Restaurant in Schiller Park. Tickets are $35, and
that includes: three entrees, three sides, dessert, and drinks (water, pop, beer, wine, coffee).
Tickets for the anniversary dinner will go on sale starting next weekend, Aug. 16-17. I hope you
can join us for the Sep. 6th celebration (as well as our event in October, which you’ll hear more
about next month!)

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Join us on Tuesday, September 9th from 6:00-8:00pm in the religious education building for our annual open
house. Come and meet our staff, tour our building, and review our religious education materials. There will even
be an opportunity to register your child at the open house.

Our in person religious education classes meet twice a month either Saturday mornings from 9:00—11:30am or
Tuesday evenings from 6:00—8:00pm at the Wagner Street entrance of the religious Education building. We will
once again be offering our homeschool (elearning) option as well. Our first days of class are: Tuesday, Septem-
ber 23rd and Saturday, September 27th. Homeschool Lessons begin on Tuesday, October 7th.

There is a 2-year consecutive attendance requirement for a child to be eligible to receive a sacrament in the
religious education program. Sacramental Fees must be paid for each child receiving a sacrament this year.
The Sacramental Fees are: Communion—$50 and Confirmation—$100

The Tuition for the upcoming year is: 1 Child—$275, 2 Children—$325, 3+ Children—$350

You DO NOT need to be a parishioner to enroll your child in the religious education program.
Please note the tuition amounts DO NOT include sacramental fees. Tuition and Sacramental fees are to be paid
at the time of registration. Families who pay in full at the time of registration will receive a $15 discount. If a
family is unable to pay the entire amount at the time of registration, payment plans are available. A $15
Payment Plan fee will be added to your tuition. A $75 NON-REFUNDABLE payment along with any sacramental
fees are due at the time of registration for those participating in a payment plan.

Street entrance of the religious education building on either
Tuesday, September 2nd from 4:30-7:30pm or Saturday, September 6th from
10:00am-2:00pm.
